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The General Assembly Plenary,
Seeking sustainable development and stability in the Middle East,
Deeply concerned with the current situation and the rising tensions in the conflict between Iran and the United States of America,

Emphasizing the necessity of peaceful cooperation among the United States of America and the regional powers,
1. Strongly urges the countries in the Middle East to coordinate diplomatic conversation among themselves, with the USA, China, Russia, the United Kingdom, and the European Union acting as mediators by implementing the following measures:
a. Intensifying diplomatic relations between the regional powers;
b. Mutual non-interference within Iran, Iraq, Syria, Israel and Saudi Arabia in order to maintain sovereignty and increase stability;
c. The creation of a Permanent Council of Foreign Ministries of the Sponsors and Signatories of this Resolution, with active participation of Middle Eastern States and an observing role of the mediators;
2. Calls for complete withdrawal of military presence of any foreign state, if desired by the country in which the foreign military is stationed;
3. Draws attention to the importance of assistance through the following points:
a. Compensation payments for infrastructure and economic damages caused through interference of foreign governments from 2000 A.C. onwards;
b. social and financial security through common cause driven projects and development strategies amounting to at least 0.005% of GDP for the permanent members of the Council of Foreign Ministries;
c. infrastructural improvement to ensure economic integration and reduce poverty;
4.  Condemns the unilateral actions of the USA and their ongoing military presence in the Middle East.
